Cancer Detection Dogs Medical Alert Dogs
Cancer cells release small amounts of volatile substances not Our Medical Alert Dogs are trained to assist individuals who manage
produced by normal cells. Cancer Detection Dogs are complex medical conditions on a day to day basis. These dogs are taught
trained to identify different types of cancer volatiles to identify the odour changes that are associated with life threatening
from urine samples. medical events.

For example, low blood sugar (hypoglycaemia) or the avoidance of it can be
a daily problem for some people living with diabetes, through no fault of
their own. This condition can be very distressing with symptoms varying
from confusion, seizures to comas.

Our first study in 2004 showed that dogs can
be trained to detect bladder cancer volatiles in
urine. We are now carrying out a study into
whether dogs can detect aggressive prostate
cancer.

Medical Alert Dogs are trained to become sensitive to blood sugar levels.
When these levels drop or rise outside the normal range. They will warn
their owners, get help, fetch any necessary medical supplies such as
glucose and blood testing kits and can also be trained to push
alarm buttons and pull emergency cords.

Clinicians and scientists are studying the data
collected to help them in the development of a
cost effective, non-invasive and early cancer
detection screening system in the form of an
‘electronic nose’ which GPs will be able to use

including Addisonian crisis which causes severe pain,
convulsions and unconsciousness. Pain seizures which lead
to collapse and hospitalisation. Narcolepsy, a malfunction of
the sleep/wake regulating system which causes sleep
attacks and paralysis.

These dogs work for two or three days a week and live
with families, leading happy normal pet lives.

They will never be placed with clients and only work in

the training environment on samples on a carousel. .
They are not trained to indicate on individuals.
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
